Rig Move Permit requirementsA Rig Move Permit is required for permission to move a

drilling rig from one site to another, using participating county roads. A county approved Rig
Move Permit only gives the permission to move the rig and the units associated with it. Each
overweightor overdimension unit within the rig move group, must have a valid trip permit for

Seasonal Permits
